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Title: Performing ISDL in Parallel with BTS ATP During CDMA BTS Integration Activity

Background: Recent method improvement analysis indicates that during a CDMA BTS Integration activity (IMOP 81-8322), that the Inservice Download (ISDL) should be performed in parallel with the CDMA BTS Acceptance Test Plan (ATP 82-8576) and/or 1xEV-DO Acceptance Test Plan (82-8529). 

Analysis:  Recent method improvement analysis indicates that during a CDMA BTS Integration activity (IMOP 81-8322), that the Inservice Download (ISDL) should be performed in parallel with the CDMA BTS Acceptance Test Plan (ATP 82-8576) and/or 1xEV-DO Acceptance Test Plan (82-8529). 

Recommendations:  IMOP 81-8322 has been updated to include this change in terms of the recommendation of performing the ISDL concurrently with ATP in order to improve efficiency based on a cost reduction effort.

Field Operations should reference IMOP 81-8322 Procedure 1 - BTS Integration regarding this change.

Required Actions:  Field Operations shall follow the procedures outlined in IMOP 81-8322.
